“Mt. Lassen Hatchery Giant Rainbow Trout” 

 

Opening Day – November 20, 2010 

 

Trout weighing up to 15 pounds each will be stocked! 

 

 

Stocking of Lake Evans will be weekly during the program using Rainbow Trout from the Mt. 
Lassen Hatchery.  Ten percent of the total weight of fish stocked each week will be trophy sized 
trout weighing over 3 pounds each; the remainder of fish will be between ¾ and 1¼ pounds.  The 
2010-2011 Trout Program will extend through February, 2011.  All California Fish and Game 
rules apply. 

Location of the Buena Vista Aquatic Recreation Area is 23 miles southwest of Bakersfield and 
12 miles northeast of Taft.  The main east gate is four miles west of Interstate 5 and just south of 
Highway 119.  A daily Lake Evans trout fishing permit is required.  Fishing permits may be 
purchased at the main gate. 

Features found throughout this vast recreation area are many different amenities for your 
enjoyment.  Boating is popular and by permit obtainable at the main entrance gate. The main 
campground has 112 campsites.  Each site is landscaped and has drive-through parking.  There is 
also a picnic table and barbecue grill at each site.  Some sites have electrical hookups, water and 
sewer connections for recreational vehicles.  Many of the campsites are located on the shore of 
the lake.  For campground reservations call (661) 868-7050. Discounted winter rates apply on all 
campsites and are in effect from October 15, 2010 through March 13, 2011.
